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Community Organizer

Do you have a passion for the injustices of poverty, civil and welfare rights violation?

Are you passionate enough to fight for justice as part of a group that presses for legal rule changes in state agencies (Public Utilities Commission, Department of Human Services, etc.), lobby the legislature and Governor, speak up at local school committee meetings, candidate forums, and public commission or legislative hearings?

If yes, then you have what it takes to succeed in community organizing.

Volunteers can sign up for one or more community outreach tasks: gathering petition signatures, leafleting in public places, connecting with direct service agencies (food pantries, shelters, etc.) and church groups; door-to-door leafleting (in pairs), or even organizing neighborhood gatherings to discuss the issues.

We have seven chapters state-wide, each meeting monthly to plan strategic actions.

Qualifications:  Volunteers must enjoy talking with people, enjoy planning and conducting meetings and be able to interact with low-income members of the community. Bi-lingual skills and computer basics are helpful, but not required.
